18 And all things are of God, who hath reconciled us to himself by Jesus 
Christ, and hath given to us the ministry of reconciliation;

19 To wit, that God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto himself, not 
imputing their trespasses unto them; and hath committed unto us the word of 
reconciliation.

20 Now then we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God did beseech you by 
us: we pray you in Christ's stead, be ye reconciled to God.

21 For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be 
made the righteousness of God in him.

New Living Translation (NLT)

2 Corinthians 5:17-21

17 This means that anyone who belongs to Christ has become a new 
person. The old life is gone; a new life has begun!

18 And all of this is a gift from God, who brought us back to himself 
through Christ. And God has given us this task of reconciling people 
to him. 19 For God was in Christ, reconciling the world to himself, no 
longer counting people’s sins against them. And he gave us this 
wonderful message of reconciliation. 20 So we are Christ’s 
ambassadors; God is making his appeal through us. We speak for 
Christ when we plead, “Come back to God!” 21 For God made Christ, 
who never sinned, to be the offering for our sin,[a] so that we could 
be made right with God through Christ.

26 To declare, I say, at this time his righteousness: that he might be 
just, and the justifier of him which believeth in Jesus.

Romans 3:21-26

21 But now God has shown us a way to be made right with him without keeping 

the requirements of the law, as was promised in the writings of Moses[a]and the 

prophets long ago. 22 We are made right with God by placing our faith in Jesus 

Christ. And this is true for everyone who believes, no matter who we are.

23 For everyone has sinned; we all fall short of God’s glorious standard. 24 Yet 

God, in his grace, freely makes us right in his sight. He did this through Christ 

Jesus when he freed us from the penalty for our sins. 25 For God presented 

Jesus as the sacrifice for sin. People are made right with God when they 

believe that Jesus sacrificed his life, shedding his blood. This sacrifice shows 

that God was being fair when he held back and did not punish those who sinned 

in times past, 26 for he was looking ahead and including them in what he would 

do in this present time. God did this to demonstrate his righteousness, for he 

himself is fair and just, and he makes sinners right in his sight when they 

believe in Jesus.

8 Now of the things which we have spoken this is the sum: We have such an high 
priest, who is set on the right hand of the throne of the Majesty in the heavens;

2 A minister of the sanctuary, and of the true tabernacle, which the Lord pitched, 
and not man.

3 For every high priest is ordained to offer gifts and sacrifices: wherefore it is of 
necessity that this man have somewhat also to offer.

4 For if he were on earth, he should not be a priest, seeing that there are priests 
that offer gifts according to the law:

5 Who serve unto the example and shadow of heavenly things, as Moses was 
admonished of God when he was about to make the tabernacle: for, See, saith he, 
that thou make all things according to the pattern shewed to thee in the mount.



F-1 SANCTUARY

New Living Translation (NLT)

Hebrews 8:1-5

Christ Is Our High Priest

8 Here is the main point: We have a High Priest who sat down in the place of 
honor beside the throne of the majestic God in heaven. 2 There he ministers 
in the heavenly Tabernacle,[a] the true place of worship that was built by the 
Lord and not by human hands.

3 And since every high priest is required to offer gifts and sacrifices, our High 
Priest must make an offering, too. 4 If he were here on earth, he would not 
even be a priest, since there already are priests who offer the gifts required 
by the law. 5 They serve in a system of worship that is only a copy, a shadow 
of the real one in heaven. For when Moses was getting ready to build the 
Tabernacle, God gave him this warning: “Be sure that you make everything 
according to the pattern I have shown you here on the mountain.”

Hebrews 9:2-5

2 For there was a tabernacle made; the first, wherein was the candlestick, and the 
table, and the shewbread; which is called the sanctuary.

3 And after the second veil, the tabernacle which is called the Holiest of all;

4 Which had the golden censer, and the ark of the covenant overlaid round about with 
gold, wherein was the golden pot that had manna, and Aaron's rod that budded, and the 
tables of the covenant;

5 And over it the cherubims of glory shadowing the mercyseat; of which we cannot now 
speak particularly.

7 But into the second went the high priest alone once every year, not without blood, 
which he offered for himself, and for the errors of the people:

11 But Christ being come an high priest of good things to come, by a greater and more 
perfect tabernacle, not made with hands, that is to say, not of this building;

22 And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and without shedding of 
blood is no remission.



F-2 SANCTUARY

New Living Translation (NLT)

Hebrews 9:2-5

2 There were two rooms in that Tabernacle.[a] In the first room were a lampstand, a table, and 
sacred loaves of bread on the table. This room was called the Holy Place. 3 Then there was a 
curtain, and behind the curtain was the second room[b] called the Most Holy Place. 4 In that 
room were a gold incense altar and a wooden chest called the Ark of the Covenant, which was 
covered with gold on all sides. Inside the Ark were a gold jar containing manna, Aaron’s staff 
that sprouted leaves, and the stone tablets of the covenant. 5 Above the Ark were the 
cherubim of divine glory, whose wings stretched out over the Ark’s cover, the place of 
atonement. But we cannot explain these things in detail now.

7 But only the high priest ever entered the Most Holy Place, and only once a year. And he 
always offered blood for his own sins and for the sins the people had committed in ignorance.

Christ Is the Perfect Sacrifice

11 So Christ has now become the High Priest over all the good things that have come.[a] He has 
entered that greater, more perfect Tabernacle in heaven, which was not made by human 
hands and is not part of this created world.

22 In fact, according to the law of Moses, nearly everything was purified with blood. For 
without the shedding of blood, there is no forgiveness.

The 

sacrifices under that system were repeated again and again, year after 

year, but they were never able to provide perfect cleansing for those 

who came to worship.
